The air conditioning component is delivered over two days, where you will learn the principles of the operation of air conditioning
and HVAC systems and refrigerant handling safety. You will get practical hands-on experience servicing and repairing air
conditioning systems, as well as spending time covering system diagnostic techniques using our purpose-built training aids and
comprehensive selection of air conditioning tools and equipment.

Enfrance Reguirements

To qualify for this course delivery, you must hold an Australian automotive frade qualification or equivalent, be an apprentice
with the units below, or be working in the motor industry and have considerable experience.

Once enrolled you must apply and pay for a trainee (or classroom) refrigerant handling licence from the Australian Refrigeration
Council (ARC), this is critical for completing the Performance Assessment part of the qualification. If you have difficulty in doing
this, we can assist you with the application.

There are thirteen (13) units that make up this qualification. Over our two-day course the following air conditioning units are
taught and assessed:
